The NFCCA General Meeting convened in person at Forest Knolls Elementary School and on Zoom at approximately 7:35 pm. Jacquie Bokow (newsletter editor) and Rise Goldstein (future newsletter editor) were also in attendance. Brandon Boback (At Large), Ricky Fitzpatrick (At Large) and Ema Perez (Past President) were not in attendance.

She introduced two of the current District 19 Delegates, Charlotte Crutchfield and Vaughn Stewart, who took turns providing a wrap up of the accomplishments of what the Maryland General Assembly covered over the past year. They also spoke about a variety of other hot topics including affordability, childcare, government accountability, and budget and cost related matters tied to a variety of items. After both delegates spoke, there was a question-and-answer session among all. 

Next, Alex Stone, running for Delegate in District 19, and Josie Caballero, running for County Council At Large, took turns introducing themselves and highlighting what topics they are passionate to work on if elected into such roles.

We have 199 memberships which is 13.47% of the neighborhood. Although we may obtain a few more members before September 30, 2026, last year we ended up with 282 members (17.56%).
 
Margate has the most member households at 16 out of 50 households (32%). Loxford is second at 15 out of 135 households (11.11%).
 
By percentage, Snowy Owl is still first at 39.13% (9 out of 23). Now there’s a tie for second between Northwood and Woodridge at 38.46% (5 out of 13 households).

The costs for publishing the “North Four Corners News” are growing, but membership income is not keeping pace with the rising costs of the newsletter and other community activities. More outreach about this will be presented to community members in the future.
